The attached diagram shows possible courses, including the order in which marks are to be rounded or passed, and the side on which each mark is to be left.

The course to be sailed will be displayed on the course-posting ladder on the R.C. Signal Boat.

5.3
The start/finish line, when in the middle of the course, must be honored.  Sailing through this line on a leg of the course will be grounds for disqualification.

Marks will be yellow tetrahedrons.

Safety Regulations

11.1
Each competitor is required to wear a USCG approved PFD while on the water and the yacht club docks.

11.2
Each competitor shall check in on the starboard side of the Race Committee boat prior to the first race.  Boats failing to do so could be scored “DNS”.

11.3
Boats retiring from a race, or not starting a race, shall notify the Race Committee.
